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From the President

If you've watched Star Trek, you know the mission of the Starship Enterprise: “To boldly go
where no one has gone before.” These space pioneers were on a journey to discover uncharted
territory. We, too, are embarking on an adventure. We believe the Christian church is living in
days of unprecedented opportunity for impacting the world. Yet, many churches and ministries
struggle from lack of servant leadership.

The exciting news is that God is calling men and women to provide spiritual leadership to a new
generation. The unfortunate news is that as these individuals embark on their ministry
pilgrimage they often come to a river they don’t know how to cross. The river is the lack of
accessible training. Pastors, staff members, and church members have been asking me if there
is a way they can receive ministry training without leaving their church, business, or place of
service.

Rockbridge Seminary is a new concept in ministry training. Rockbridge is a fully online program
designed around the five biblical purposes of the church: fellowship, spiritual growth, ministry,
mission, and worship. The program allows students to acquire ministry skills while remaining in
their ministry. This is not a correspondence school. Rockbridge courses are designed by notable
authors and educators and taught by qualified practitioners. Students participate in a learning
community that encourages its members to develop personal leadership and ministry skills.

At RS, students are part of a virtual classroom. You will read current books, dialogue with
professors and guest practitioners, interact with students, work on learning projects in a group
setting, and apply your learning through practical assignments. This learning process may
include media instruction, threaded discussion, chat, PowerPoint®, streaming audio and video,
CD-ROM, and/or DVD.

Why Rockbridge Seminary

On January 26, 2004, fourteen students from six states enrolled in the inaugural class of the
fully online Rockbridge Seminary. In doing so, they became part of a movement to make
seminary education available to anyone serving in a church anywhere in the world in a format
that is ministry-focused. Why is it important?

X Because a growing number of ministers need seminary education that is accessible to
them while they serve on their church fields.

X Because the focus in a growing number of churches worldwide is shifting to thinking of
ministry and life in terms of God'’s purposes.

X Because God is convicting more church leaders to see members as ministers. Church
members who assume a greater burden for local church ministry deserve access to
seminary education.

X Because ministers are best trained on their fields of ministry where learning is
immediately applied.

x Because online learning is good stewardship of Kingdom resources; saving money,
energy, and time.

X Because ministers and missionaries overseas or in remote areas often have no other way
to develop essential ministry skills under the guidance of experienced ministers and
professors.

How churches approach ministry training is changing in the 21st century. First, churches are
more likely to look within their congregations for ministry staff rather than hiring them from a
list of recent seminary graduates. This means that placement precedes training, making it
unlikely that a new staff member can leave the ministry field for years to attend a far-away
seminary campus. Second, more churches today challenge members to find purpose through
ministry. The more the membership participates in ministry, the more likely the church needs
the kind of ministry training formerly available only on a seminary campus. Third, younger
ministers are more likely to distrust seminary training, viewing it as irrelevant and unnecessary.
A recent study by The Barna Group showed a significant drop in the number of younger
ministers seeking seminary degrees.

Each change means that ministry education through the traditional seminary is less attractive
than before.

Rockbridge Seminary provides an innovative approach to seminary education that meets the
needs of “new paradigm” churches. First, our fully online academic programs make seminary
education accessible to anyone serving a church anywhere in the world. Second, our curriculum
design around the five purposes of the church and our competency-guided learning approach
keep academic programs practical and focused on the student’s church ministry as the primary
learning platform. Our programs are equally relevant to the person serving fulltime or part-time;
vocational or volunteer.

In summary, Rockbridge Seminary provides innovative ministry training for “New Paradigm”
churches that is accessible and relevant.
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Mission, Beliefs, Values

Mission

Rockbridge Seminary is a degree-granting institution of higher learning that exists to develop
servant leaders for Christian ministry through learning experiences that allow them to study and
practice without leaving their ministry field.

The learning experiences provided by Rockbridge Seminary are delivered fully online, based on a
curriculum that is designed around the biblical purposes of the church, and guided by ministry
competencies.

Rockbridge Seminary is designed for Christians who want to live out the teachings of Christ. We
have one holy passion - to know and follow hard after Jesus. We adhere to the fundamentals of
the Christian faith and believe diversity of thought can exist in the Kingdom among those who
seriously seek His truth.

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Authorization & Accreditation

Rockbridge Seminary is exempt from oversight by the Missouri Department of Higher Education
“as a not for profit school owned, controlled and operated by a bona fide religious or
denominational organization which offers no programs or degrees and grants no degrees or
certificates other than those designated as theological, Bible, divinity, or other religious
designation.” Exempt status is subject to periodic review of eligibility for continuance.

Accreditation is a priority for Rockbridge Seminary, a relatively new school launched in January
2004. The seminary’s Board of Directors and Administration Team are firmly and passionately
committed to achieving accreditation with an agency recognized by the Council for Higher
Education Accreditation (CHEA).

Rockbridge Seminary initiated the accreditation process in November 2006 and is now moving
through the steps that lead to accreditation. Based on the time line required for a typical school
to complete the accreditation process, the earliest Rockbridge could be granted accreditation is
estimated to be 2013, though accreditation is not guaranteed.

Each step in the accreditation process helps Rockbridge Seminary develop standards of
excellence that benefit our students and their ministries.
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Online Learning

A growing number of learners are finding that online learning opens educational opportunities
that normally would not be available.

Anytime, Any Place Learning

Most people today have busy lives. Fitting your schedule to the schedule of a school is not
always possible. Perhaps your work or ministry responsibilities keep you from carving out time
to attend a class that meets at a scheduled time each week or month. Online learning allows you
to learn according to YOUR schedule, not the university’s schedule. That could be in the middle
of the night or the first thing in the morning. You decide.

A traditional classroom schedule can be a problem if a student needs to travel for work or needs
to plan a mission trip to another country. Online learning is “anyplace learning.” Wherever you
have access to the Internet, you can participate in online learning. Visiting family in another

state or attending a ministry conference during your class? Just log-on where you are. Traveling
to another country while your class is in session? As long as you have your laptop or have access
to an internet café, you can continue your learning.

Attending a traditional class will cost you gasoline, car mileage, and parking expense. Though
not a direct cost, you will not spend time sitting in traffic on a freeway or in a classroom waiting
for class to begin. Online learning requires only that you own a computer that has access to the
Internet, investments most families have already made.

Our Virtual Classroom

When learners log into the RS virtual classroom, they enter an online learning environment
provided by Comcourse Learning Solutions that is self-contained and fully functional there is no
software to download, no special equipment, and you always get to pick where you sit.

After registering for a course, students join others from around the world who have enrolled in
the same 8-week online class. Together, they progress along a rigorous learning journey that
starts with a Course Introduction Week, continues with six learning units (one a week), and
finishes with a Learning Assessment Week. Students are supported by a seminary professor who
provides mentoring support almost daily throughout the term. In addition, students select a local
mentor who helps them process and apply what they learn to their local church ministry.

After entering the RS virtual classroom, students can read regular communication from their
professor, post questions for the professor, participate in surveys, take exams, read lecture
notes, access research materials in the RS Online Library, upload assignments, and interact with
fellow students from around the world in either a threaded discussion format or a chat room.

Ministry-Focused Curriculum Design

Take a look at the curriculum design of Rockbridge Seminary (our courses and how they are
arranged), and you'll see something new and innovative—courses are organized around the five
biblical purposes of the church.

Traditionally, American seminaries have arranged courses according to categories of knowledge
(biblical studies, theological studies, historical studies, and practical theology). This traditional
approach to curriculum design was carried over to seminary education from the European
university system about 200 years ago. Its structure reflects the university’s primary purpose of
producing scholars.

Some seminaries are called to emphasize theological scholarship in their training design, a
design well-served by the traditional arrangement of courses. Rockbridge Seminary, however, is
called to emphasize local church ministry, making the design around church purposes rather
than by categories of knowledge a more natural learning environment.

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Competency-Guided Learning

Ministry requires skill. Every ministry position, whether vocational or volunteer, carries with it
the expectation that the minister can do certain things effectively, many times beyond the
specific ministry function related to the position.

For instance, Bible study teachers are expected to have the skill of interpreting the biblical text
and applying its truth to life situations. But they may also be expected to have the skills of
helping to resolve conflict, listening to class members who are hurting, providing pastoral care to
someone who is sick, and helping someone become a follower of Christ.

A church family certainly expects a pastor to communicate spiritual truth in a way that is life-
transforming, but may also expect their pastor to have the skills of assessing the needs of the
surrounding community, building an effective ministry team, and leading the church in
conducting cross-cultural missions.

Many professions, like medicine, law, and teaching, recognize the importance of skills by
requiring updates through an annual certification process. According to Reggie McNeal, ministry
skills are not immune to becoming outdated and ineffective over time:

Many men and women who entered the ministry with a clear sense of call to make a
difference feel overwhelmed, bewildered, defeated, and generally under-prepared for the
challenges they face. Having packed their bags for the journey of the church age, they
now have no idea what should be in their leadership backpack for the current excursion.
The portfolio of skills that once gave them standing in the community of faith no longer
distinguishes them, ensures their effectiveness, or guarantees their continued leadership
position. (The Present Future, pp. 7-8)

Do your ministry skills need updating? Are they out-of-balance? Does your calling require you to
focus your development in certain areas? Below is a list of 35 skills identified by Rockbridge
Seminary as helpful for ministry in the 21st century. Rockbridge Seminary students use this list
as an assessment tool within their academic program.

“Worship” Skills

X Leads and/or works with other people in planning and facilitating worship.

X Performs baptisms, weddings, funerals and other ordinances of the church in an
appropriate manner.

X Designs creative worship experiences that involve music, media, and the arts.

X Educates the congregation in personal, family, and corporate worship.

X Communicates Scripture in a way that leads an intended audience to worship and to
experience life transformation.

X Leads a congregation in prayer and a prayer ministry.

X Practices and leads the church in practicing worship through stewardship of life and
resources.

X Demonstrates a vibrant spiritual life through the implementation of spiritual disciplines
including prayer, Bible study, holiness of life and communion with God.

X Models the role of an effective teacher and communicator.

X Leads in developing, evaluating, and administering curriculum plans; functions as
resource person in discipleship curriculum.

“Ministry” Skills

X Exercises the administrative skills of strategic planning, organizing, leading and
evaluating the work of ministry that leads to achievement of defined goals and the
mission of the New Testament church.

X Provides spiritual guidance in helping others analyze how God has shaped them for
ministry through spiritual gifts, heart for ministry, abilities, personality, and experiences.

X Recruits, trains, and supervises individuals to fulfill the purposes of the church.

X Assesses the needs of the ministry community, designs appropriate actions to meet
those needs, and effectively markets the church’s ministry in the community.

X Develops and administers budgets for ministry programs and organizations; reads and
prepares financial reports.

X Provides pastoral care and counseling for the sick, hurting, and grieving, and makes
appropriate referrals to other sources of professional help.

X Demonstrates godly humility and sacrificial love for those in the church.

“Evangelism” Skills

Communicates biblical truth through preaching, personal witness, teaching, speaking,
writing, music, and other ways as may be appropriate to fulfill the Great Commission.
Leads the church in an effective program of evangelism; plans and conducts a program
of community witness.

Leads the church in planning and conducting cross-cultural missions.

Builds relationships with unbelievers that lead to opportunities to share the gospel.
Interprets the culture and plans appropriate strategies for sharing the gospel in that
culture.

Respects persons of different cultural, social and religious backgrounds.

Articulates the Christian message and contrasts that message with other worldviews and
major world religions.

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The RS Online Library

Students have 24/7 access to the Rockbridge Seminary Online Library through which they can
search the American Theological Library Association’s database of full-text journal articles, book
reviews, and collections of essays in all fields of religion and the Religion and Philosophy
Collection (EBSCO) of full-text journals covering topics such as world religions, major
denominations, biblical studies, religious history, epistemology, political philosophy, philosophy
of language, moral philosophy, and the history of philosophy.

Students can also connect through the Online Library to pre-selected internet sites providing
original documents, studies, and learning community connections in the fields of Bible, theology,
church history, church ministry, evangelism, missions, and religious studies.

Rockbridge students use a ministry reference library provided by WORDsearch. As a result,
hundreds of e-books can be loaded on a student’s personal computer, providing anytime access
to essential learning resources for today’s seminary student.

Each course is designed with reference materials and internet-linked research articles embedded
into the study units.

At Rockbridge Seminary, learning resources are conveniently accessible to students whenever
and wherever they study.

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Academic Programs

Rockbridge Seminary offers three academic programs. Each program is designed to help develop
servant leaders for Christian ministry through learning experiences that allow them to study and
practice without leaving their ministry field. The learning experiences provided through these
academic programs are delivered fully online, based on a curriculum that is designed around the
five biblical purposes of the church, and guided by ministry competencies. Rockbridge Seminary
is designed for Christians who want to live out the teachings of Christ. The academic programs
are built on the fundamentals of the Christian faith but recognize that diversity of thought can
exist in the Kingdom among those who seriously seek His truth.

Students applying to any academic program must be at least 22 years old and serve in a local
church ministry position (whether as a lay ministry volunteer or as a paid staff member).

Master of Divinity (3 year program)

The Master of Divinity (MDiv) is a professional degree designed for men and women who have a
bachelor's degree and are serving on a church staff or in other ministry positions. Students
develop competencies in Bible, church history, doctrine, spiritual formation, as well as servant
leadership skills required for local church ministry. The curriculum may be completed in three
years, although many students take longer due to family, church, and job responsibilities.

Master of Ministry Leadership (2 year program)

The Master of Ministry Leadership (MML) is a professional degree designed for men and women
who have a bachelor’'s degree and are serving on a church staff or in other ministry positions.
The focus of this degree is on developing servant leadership skills for local church ministry. The
curriculum may be completed in two years, although many students take longer due to family,
church, and job responsibilities.

Diploma in Ministry Studies (3 year program)

The Diploma in Ministry Studies (DMS) is for persons over the age of 22 who have not completed
a bachelor’'s degree and are serving on a church staff or in other ministry positions. The DMS
equips students with practical ministry skills as well as general education skills essential for
effective ministry. Students fulfill their general educational requirements through partnering
institutions. Ozark Technical Community College (OTC) is the preferred provider of online
general education courses for Rockbridge Seminary’s diploma students. Students may request to
transfer general educational courses earned from accredited schools other than OTC. Students
should first get the approval of their advisor before taking a general education course from
another school.

Students desiring to go into a Master's program are encouraged to work with an accredited
college or university to complete their bachelor's degree. The DMS may be completed in 3 years,
although many students take longer due to family, church, and job responsibilities.

Continuing Education

The flexibility built into Rockbridge Seminary’s academic programs makes them ideal for those
persons wishing to take courses for continuing education. Choose an academic program
(application guidelines apply) and complete the application process. If approved, you can take
ANY course offered during a given term that relates to your level of study (diploma or master’s
level) after you complete the required Touchstone Course, “Developing the Focused Life.”

Rockbridge Seminary’s online course design is not conducive to students auditing courses.
Therefore, Rockbridge Seminary does not permit students to audit courses.

The curriculum may be completed in three
years, although many students take longer due to family, church, and job responsibilities.

The DMS
equips students with practical ministry skills as well as general education skills essential for
effective ministry. Students fulfill their general educational requirements through partnering
institutions. Ozark Technical Community College (OTC) is the preferred provider of online
general education courses for Rockbridge Seminary’s diploma students. To find out more about
OTC, click here. Students may request to transfer general educational courses earned from
accredited schools other than OTC. Students should first get the approval of their advisor before
taking a general education course from another school.

Students desiring to go into a Master's program are encouraged to work with an accredited
college or university to complete their bachelor's degree. The DMS may be completed in 3 years,
although many students take longer due to family, church, and job responsibilities.

Philosophy of General Education

Jesus taught that leaders are first and foremost servants. In order to be effective leaders,
ministers must identify with the people they serve. A minister should be a well-rounded thinker
who is conversant with the issues of life. Critical thinking involves both general education and
specific ministry training. Here is our philosophy regarding specific disciplines in general
education.

X Science, and in particular biology, is an important subject for church leaders. Biology
and the physical sciences give students an appreciation for the work of God’s creation
and their responsibility for its care, which is taught in Scripture. Training in the scientific
method helps ministers to understand the rationalistic western worldview.

X Ministers must master written and oral communication. This requires a basic command
of the English language. General education courses, particularly in English, prepare
students to read and interpret literature, and to write clearly.

X The study of mathematics helps students to think critically and solve problems.

X We encourage students to take world humanities in order to think globally and
appreciate other cultures.

X The studies of anthropology and sociology equip students to understand the impact of
society and culture upon individuals.

X Philosophy helps students address the issues of what is real, what is truth, how to
discover truth, and why they exist.

X Technology is another essential skill for ministry. Research today requires computer
literacy.

Some may ask why Rockbridge uses a secular school as the preferred provider of general
education. Bible colleges may often substitute a course in church finances for college algebra or
substitute reading of the classics in church history for English and history. We have chosen not
to take this approach. There are two reasons for this tactical decision.

First, it is our belief that ministers should understand the worldview of their culture by studying
those disciplines society deems important for success in life. Studying general education with
non-ministry students helps students to identify more completely with those whom they are
called to serve.

Secondly, we believe it is important for ministry students to avoid becoming isolated in a
Christian bubble. Dialogue with those outside the Christian faith builds perspective that helps
ministry students fulfill the purposes of God. In general education courses, RS students are
exposed to the questions and concerns of those they attempt to serve. Sharing the gospel in a
postmodern context requires the ability to dialogue with others who have different viewpoints.
Therefore, we believe it is of vital importance that our students have a firm foundation in general
education.

Touchstone and Capstone Courses (MDiv)

Developing the Focused Life R5400

Guides students in an examination of their call to ministry; including their unique design and
shape and an assessment of ministry competency. The course also orients students to
Rockbridge Seminary’s virtual classroom and learner-focused model of study.

Practicing the Focused Life R6800

An integration of learning through the completion of a ministry portfolio that demonstrates
thirty-five ministry competencies through church-based projects. The portfolio is evaluated by a
Faculty Review Panel. The capstone course also requires students to write a "learning journey”
paper that assesses their ministry development while enrolled in their academic program.

“Worship” Courses (MDiv)

The Theology & Practice of Worship W5401

An examination of how to provide biblical worship in today's culture. Learners will study the
doctrine of God, explore the biblical theology of worship, examine the heart of the worship
leader, and learn how to work with a team to develop worship experiences in the church.
Designing Creative Worship Experiences W5402

In a media-saturated culture where people have diminishing attention spans, ministry leaders
need to know how to provide experiential, participatory, interactive, and connective worship
experiences. Working with a worship team, learners will explore how to design creative and
transformational biblical corporate worship experiences.

Preaching/Teaching for Life Change W5403

Biblical Hermeneutics D5403

learn how to use resources, including Bible software, for studying Scripture.

Created to Learn D5405

God designed us to learn throughout the entire lifespan. In this course, learners will develop
skills that will help them teach and minister to persons through all the stages of life. The course
explores the physical, mental, social/lemotional, and spiritual development of persons and the
implications for the teaching ministry.

New Testament Survey D5451

This course is an introduction to the background and content of the New Testament with an
emphasis on theological interpretation and application.

Old Testament Survey D5461

This course is an introduction to the background and content of the Old Testament with an
emphasis on theological interpretation and application.

Bible Language Tools D5471

This course explores the use of basic Bible language tools to grasp a deeper meaning of
Scripture and formulate a deep appreciation of the original languages of the Bible. The course
focuses on the practical application of this information for Bible Study and sermon preparation.
In this practical approach to Bible study, students will learn how to use resources contained in
the Bible software to discover and apply this information to Bible studies and sermons.

Church History | D6451

A study of the major movements within the church and how they have influenced current church
practices with a focus on the first five centuries of Christianity and the Middle Ages to the
Reformation. This course will provide a survey of significant events with a focus on the
development of theology during this period.

Church History 1l D6452

A study of the major movements within the church and how they have influenced current church
practices with a focus on the Reformation to the present. This course will provide a survey of
significant events with a focus on the development of Protestant Orthodoxy and the theologies
that emerged during the twentieth century.

Christian Worldview and Theology D6461

This course will explore the biblical foundation of a Christian world view. An emphasis will be
placed on the theology that comprises a Christian worldview.

Next Steps in Planting and Growing a Missional Church E6408/E6308
This course is for those who are in the initial stages of a church plant and need to know how to
take their new work to the next level. The course will address the spiritual formation process of
leaders, expanding the church's influence, multiplication through evangelism, weathering crisis
points, measuring health, and knowing when and how to leave.

Course Descriptions: DMS/DML-39

(DML-39 includes pre-2007 students only)

Touchstone and Capstone Courses (DMS/DML-39)

Developing the Focused Life R1300

Guides students in an examination of their call to ministry; including their unique design and
shape and an assessment of ministry competency. The course also orients students to
Rockbridge Seminary’s virtual classroom and learner-focused model of study.

Practicing the Focused Life R4300

An integration of learning through the completion of a ministry portfolio that demonstrates
thirty-five ministry competencies through church-based projects. The portfolio is evaluated by a
Faculty Review Panel. The capstone course also requires students to write a "learning journey”
paper that assesses their ministry development while enrolled in their academic program.

“Worship” Courses (DMS/DML-39)

The Theology & Practice of Worship W1301

An introduction to the purpose of worship through a study of the theology of worship, the role of
the worship leader, and approaches to developing worship experiences in a church, ministry, or
small group.

Preaching/Teaching for Life Change W3303

The study of the purpose of preaching/teaching and an examination of the practical steps of
crafting, planning, communicating and delivering a message. The course includes a
preaching/teaching workshop component that gives students an opportunity to construct,
preach/teach, and evaluate messages preached or taught locally in their ministry context.
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“Fellowship” Courses (DMS/DML-39)

The Theology & Practice of Fellowship F1301

An introduction to the purpose of fellowship through a biblical study of the church and a survey
of how the church has expressed the purpose of fellowship throughout history. In addition,
students will learn to identify the functions and forms of fellowship and examine various
organizational systems for promoting the purpose of fellowship in a local church.

“Discipleship” Courses (DMS/DML-39)

The Theology & Practice of Discipleship D1301

An introduction to the purpose of discipleship through the study of the biblical and theological
foundations of discipleship and the approaches to producing fully devoted followers of Jesus
Christ. Students will learn how to plan, implement, and evaluate the discipleship task of the
church. A discipleship strategy for the students’ church, ministry, or small group will be
developed during the course.

Biblical Hermeneutics D1303

This course teaches how to understand the meaning of Scripture and how to apply its meaning
today. The course examines different literary forms in Scripture, introduces students to multiple
approaches to the study of Scripture, and demonstrates the use of Bible study resources.

New Testament Survey D2351

This course is an introduction to the background and content of the New Testament with an
emphasis on theological interpretation and application.

Old Testament Survey D2361

This course is an introduction to the background and content of the Old Testament with an
emphasis on theological interpretation and application.

Church History D3351

A study of the major movements within the church from the first century to the twenty-first
century and how they have influenced current church practices.

“Ministry” Courses (DMS/DML-39)

The Theology & Practice of Ministry M1301

An introduction to the purpose of ministry through the study of the biblical and theological basis
for "every member ministry," the rise of clericalism in church history, the equipping church
model vs. the dependency model, and the permission-giving church vs. the controlling church.
Students will examine approaches to gift discovery and ministry matching.

“Evangelism” Courses (DMS/DML-39)

The Theology & Practice of Evangelism E1301

An introduction to the purpose of evangelism (or missions) through the study of the biblical
mandate of missions, the church's outreach in history, the mission task today, and how mission
translates to the level of the individual believer. Students will design a mission's mobilization
strategy for their church, ministry, or small group.

Contemporary Evangelism E1303

This course teaches how to communicate the Gospel of Jesus Christ through preaching, personal
witness, teaching, speaking, writing, and music. The student will develop and lead a program of
community witness for a church, ministry, or small group.

Independent Study (all programs)

This course allows a student to explore in depth an agreed upon area of study related to one of
our five departments. The student must present a proposal to the Vice President of Learning
Management that includes the following: title, goal(s), design for the study, and name and
contact information of the supervising professor. At the conclusion of the course the student's
final project will be graded in accordance with the Rockbridge grading scale.

A student may propose a 1, 2, or 3 hour credit directed study. Expectations are that a student
would spend a minimum of 20 hours for each credit hour received during the independent

study.
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Admissions Guidelines

Rockbridge Seminary assumes the applicant is a follower of Jesus Christ and is committed to
serving Him through ministry. Further, the Seminary assumes that the applicant is known to
have a life honoring to Jesus Christ and has earned unqualified church approval. As a Christian
educational institution, the Seminary is redemptive but not rehabilitative in nature. Therefore, a
person should not apply to Seminary with serious family, health, emotional, or financial
problems. The pressures of study, family, finances and other such factors weigh heavily upon
the seminary student and the student's family. These pressures can be a vital factor affecting
the well-being, physical and mental health of the student.

Applicants to either the Master of Ministry Leadership degree program or the Master of Divinity
degree program must be at least 22 years of age and must be actively serving in a local church
ministry role (either as a lay ministry volunteer or as a paid staff member). A bachelor’'s degree
from an accredited college or university and a church endorsement are required for admission.

A limited number of applicants are approved for the Diploma in Ministry Studies program.
Applicants must be at least 22 years of age and must be actively serving in a local church
ministry role (either as a lay ministry volunteer or as a paid staff member). A high school
diploma or its equivalent and a church endorsement are required for admission.

Non-U.S. Applicants

RS welcomes international learners. For your application to be considered, you must complete
two steps in addition to the normal application procedures. First, you must submit your
academic transcript for evaluation to the World Education Services (WES) for review. The
evaluation of your transcript by WES will help RS place you in the best academic program to
match your educational experience. Second, because RS offers English-only courses, you must
take the Test for English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL) if your first language is not English.

If you apply for either the Master of Ministry Leadership degree program or the Master of
Divinity degree program, you must submit to WES for review a transcript from the
college/university from which you hold a bachelor’s degree. If you apply for the Diploma in
Ministry Studies, you must submit your secondary school (high school) transcript to WES for
evaluation. The approximate cost of this service provided by WES is $100 per application.

x  Since WES will send your evaluated transcripts, you DO NOT need to request that
additional transcripts be sent from your educational institution to RS.

English Proficiency

Since RS offers English-only classes; international learners whose primary language is not
English must demonstrate English proficiency by scoring a minimum of 550 on the Test for
English as a Foreign Language (TOEFL). RS reserves the right to require a TOEFL test for any
applicant, international or not.

It is the applicant’s responsibility to arrange to take the test and have the results sent to RS.

RS's TOEFL code number is 0082. Use this code for any testing you perform and TOEFL will send
the results to us via email automatically. The exam is available at the American Embassy in the
native country of the applicant.

Admission Requirements: Master’s Degree Programs
Each master’'s degree program applicant must meet the following requirements prior to
admission into RS:

1. A bachelor's degree earned from a college or university accredited by an agency
recognized by the Council for Higher Education Accreditation with a minimum grade
point average of 2.0 out of 4.0.

All
seminary e-mails are sent through this e-mail account once applicants are accepted and enrolled
in an academic program.
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Academic Guidelines

Academic Standards

RS upholds a high standard of academic excellence. All faculty members must hold an earned
doctorate from an accredited institution. Faculty members serve either at prestigious theological
schools or in renowned churches and ministries. Applicants for the diploma program must have a
high school diploma, and applicants for the master’s program must hold an earned bachelor’s
degree. A church must affirm an applicant’s ministry practice (vocational or volunteer) and good
standing.

Learning Accommodations
Upon request, faculty members will provide reasonable accommodation for learners with
documented disabilities.

Transfer Credit Policy

Rockbridge Seminary allows for students to transfer previously earned transcripted course
credits into one of the degree programs. The following guiding principles normally influence the
decision regarding granting transfer credit.

1. RS makes the decision on granting course credit on all transfer credit requests.
Generally courses from an accredited institution that is accredited by one of the regional
accrediting agencies will be considered for transfer credit. Course descriptions will need
to be similar to RS course descriptions. Only courses with a grade of "C" or better will
be considered for transfer credit.

2. RS will consider courses from non-accredited institutions based upon the evaluation of
the quality and reputation of the institution that has awarded the course credit.

3. A student may only transfer credits into a RS program that have been transcripted at the
same level. RS does not allow a student to transfer credit into a RS program that has
previously been transcripted on a different level degree program.

4. Students may not transfer to a RS degree more than half of the requirements for the
selected degree program.

5. Students who have completed a degree of the same level at RS or another institution will
not be allowed to transfer credit hours that would be more than half of the new selected
degree program.

Students considering enrolling in a course from another seminary with the intent of transferring
the credits from that course into their RS academic program should ask for a course review first
before enrolling in the course.

RS does not provide the general education courses required in the Diploma of Ministry Studies
program, but accepts general education credit hours from other accredited institutions. Ozark
Technical Community College is the preferred provider for the general education requirements,
but students may transfer credit in from other accredited schools (taken prior to and after
enrolling in RS) if the course meets the general education requirements set forth in the Catalog.

Transcript of Credits

The transcript of seminary credits is an official copy of the learner’s permanent record, bearing
the school seal and the signature of an authorized seminary representative. RS will mail one
transcript of seminary credits without charge following the learner’'s completion of an academic
program. Learners may make written request for additional transcript copies at $5.00 each
(send the letter of request and check to RS, 3111 E Battlefield; Springfield, MO 65804). RS will
release transcripts only if the learner’s financial accounts, academic standing, and ethical
conduct are in order.
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Learner Records

Learner records are housed primarily in digital form on secure web servers maintained by
Comcourse Inc. Digital back-up copies of learner records, paper documents such as learner
transcripts, printed copies of digital records (when required), and other learner records are
maintained by the seminary. Learner records include, but are not limited to, documents and files
related to academics, admissions, advising, discipline, payment, credit, and placement. RS
utilizes security measures to prevent information abuse.

Original documents and digital files submitted to the seminary may become a permanent part of
the learner’s file and will not be returned to the learner or sent elsewhere. The seminary adheres
to the privacy of learner records as required by the Family Educational Rights & Privacy Act
(FERPA). For more information about these rights, contact RS. Learners may file a complaint
with the U.S. Department of Education concerning alleged failures by Rockbridge Seminary to
comply with the requirements of FERPA (Family Policy Compliance Office; U.S. Department of
Education; 600 Independence Avenue, SW; Washington, D.C. 20202-4605).

Ethical Conduct
RS is a Christian institution whose primary purpose is to equip persons for ministry leadership in
church-related service.

RS requires applicants to give evidence of a desire to be equipped for ministry and expects
approved applicants to live in a manner worthy of that calling and behave appropriately as a
minister of the Gospel of Jesus Christ.

RS reserves the right to take disciplinary action if a learner violates this standard of personal and
ethical conduct. Violations of this standard shall include, but are not limited to:

Academic misconduct including, but not limited to plagiarism or cheating

Use or possession of illegal drugs

Heterosexual misconduct or homosexual behavior

Giving false statements to the seminary orally or in writing including, but not limited to,
application for admission, registration, or altering records

Financial irresponsibility

Fighting or abusive/vulgar language

Learners involved in a civil infraction are accountable to civil authorities but may also be subject
to discipline by RS.

In keeping with Galatians 6:1-2, it is RS’s intent to approach ethical conduct violations in a
redemptive manner. The character of learners, the witness of churches, and the integrity of RS
as they all relate to God’s Kingdom purposes are the primary concerns.

RS expects the learning community (learners, faculty, and administration) to accept the
responsibility for reporting any actions that are detrimental to the building of a Christian learning
community and the churches it serves.

Disciplinary Action & Grievance Process
Actions of the Academic Council may include, but are not limited to the following:

x Reprimand and disciplinary probation

x  Reprimand, disciplinary probation and loss of credit in course or courses where dishonest
work was done

Temporary suspension with time and terms of readmission indicated

Indefinite suspension with time and terms of readmission not indicated

Permanent dismissal

RS reserves the right to note any of the above actions on a learner’s transcript.

A learner may request a review by the president of RS. The president’s decision is final
with no further review or appeal.

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Learner Responsibility

RS’ standard course design is learner-focused, meaning that the learner bears greater
responsibility for the management of learning than in a traditional classroom setting. A professor
assigned to the course provides almost daily learning support. Weekly course expectations may
include learning community discussion, group projects, and other learning processes. Failure to
participate fully in the online learning process will prevent a learner from completing a course
satisfactorily. RS expects learners to log on to their courses a minimum of five days each week
while class is in session. Learners in the same class are not expected to log-on at the same time
on any given day, but can log-on according to the learner’s individual schedule.

No Spam Policy
Rockbridge Seminary supports a “No Spam” policy. Please do not add fellow students or
Rockbridge Seminary personnel to your broadcast email lists.

Student Advisor

A Student Advisor is available for assistance throughout the learner’s program of study. Learners
have the responsibility of tracking courses related to their learning objectives with the support
and assistance of a Student Advisor. RS provides Academic Program Guides that help a learner
track progress and an online transcript summary updated each term.

Mentors

Learners must select a ministry mentor for each course. Mentors must be persons of Christian
character with appropriate education, ministry experience, contextual understanding, and
personal interest in the learner’s ministry to provide support for a particular course.

Technical Competency

RS assumes applicants have the computer skills (1) to function in an online environment and (2)
to create, manage, scan, fax, upload and download Microsoft Word files as required. For
computer and software requirements, see “Admissions Guidelines.”

“Active Student” Status

In order to maintain “Active Student” status, a learner must enroll in at least one course during
any six consecutive terms. Otherwise, re-application is required. Before inactive students can
reactivate their studies, they must pay a Reactivation Fee, update their personal information,
and supply a statement about why they were unable to take courses and what has enabled them
to begin courses again. Returning students will also be expected to update the seminary on any
life issues relevant to their academic performance.

Academic Probation

The purpose of Rockbridge Seminary’s Academic Probation Policy is to identify and alert students
as early as possible who are not demonstrating satisfactory academic progress. A determination
that a student is not demonstrating satisfactory academic progress is made by the Academic
Council and may be based on a variety of factors, including but not limited to a student’s
academic performance and/or input from a student advisor, professor, or staff member.

The policy has two levels — academic warning and academic probation. An academic warning is
considered an early intervention in behalf of a student and requires that a student meet with a
Student Advisor by phone to discuss strategies for academic improvement. Academic probation
is considered a more serious step after improvement strategies have not been successful. At the
end of two terms, academic probation is either lifted based on academic improvement or the
student is dismissed from the seminary.
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Withdrawal fr om Class

A learner may request in writing withdrawal from any class. The seminary’s published refund
policy applies. If the withdrawal request is during the first half of the course, the student will
receive the grade of “W.” If the withdrawal request is during the second half of the course, the
student will receive the grade of “U.” Learners may petition for an exception based on serious
illness or a similar emergency. Learners who discontinue work while enrolled in a course any
course without making proper notification will automatically receive a grade of “U” with no
possibility of tuition refund.

Grading

Professors provide final grades for courses through a personal grade book provided as a part of
the RS virtual classroom. Grades may include:

“S” - Satisfactory
“U” - Unsatisfactory
“I” - Incomplete
“W” - Withdrawal

A professor may assign the grade of “I” (incomplete) if a learner does not complete coursework
by the end of a term due to serious illness or the death of a family member. If the learner fails
to satisfy course requirements by the end of the third week following the course’s completion
date, the “I” automatically is changed to a grade of “Unsatisfactory.”

Grade Appeal

If a learner wishes to appeal a grade, the learner must first consult with the professor who
issued the grade. If the learner wishes to continue the appeal process following consultation with
the professor, the learner may submit a statement of appeal in writing to the Academic Council.
Action rendered by the Academic Council is final.

Repetition of Courses

If a learner repeats a course, the latest attempt is the permanent grade for the course. Any
previous grades will remain on the transcript, but RS will count only the last attempt toward
fulfilling academic program requirements.

Graduation

A learner graduates from an academic program when courses fulfilling the requirements of that
program are completed satisfactorily.
